Lc 6, 20-26 Luke 6:20-26

here. When he says, “Blessed are you who are
poor,” Jesus is addressing his own disciples
(Luke 6:20, emphasis added). He isn’t talking
about the poor, he’s talking to them.
Remember, these are people who had left
homes and families for his sake (Matthew
19:27). Some had even sold their possessions
and given the money to the poor before they
began following him (Luke 18:22).

So imagine you are one of the those followers.
He had made your faith come alive in ways
you had never experienced before. He revealed
deep truths to you and showed you the true
purpose and value of the life God had given
