Mt 14, 13-21 Matthew 14:13-21

O day ching ta chi c6 5 cai banh va 2 con ca (Mt 14,17)

Jesus had just learned that his cousin, John the
Baptist, had been killed. So you can understand
why he might want to withdraw “to a deserted
place by himself” (Matthew 14:13). But when
he arrived at his destination, exhausted and still
grieving John’s death, he found that a crowd of
people had followed him. And so, trusting in
his Father’s grace, he got out of the boat and
started ministering to them. In so doing, he
showed everyone there that day what his
Father’s mercy and love looks like.

As evening fell, Jesus invited his disciples to
follow his lead and place their trust in his
Father as well. Imagine their surprise when he
told them to give that vast crowd some food
(Matthew 14:16)! They had barely enough for
themselves—just five loaves and two fish. In
that moment, they did the only thing they could
do: they offered to Jesus all that they had and
trusted that God would provide the rest.
