Think about the
Sacrament of Reconciliation. Imagine that you
have committed the same sin after having
confessed it—and that you have done this
seven times! Each time you confess, God
freely forgives you. But he also heals you a
little more. If you keep coming to him, he will
keep healing you, even to the point that this sin
will have lost the power over you that it once
had. That’s what can happen when we forgive
time and time again. The Lord takes you and
the other person another step closer to the
complete (seven times) healing he longs to
give you!

So take Jesus at his word and forgive—seven
times if necessary! Cultivate a “lifestyle of
forgiveness” that is open to the perfect,
complete power of God.
