Picture a large flat rock by the ocean, covering
a wide expanse of beach. Now imagine the
sand nearby. The rock has been there for ages;
it hasn’t moved or been damaged despite the
many storms that have pounded it. The sand,
however, is always shifting. Depending on the
tides, it can get pushed out to sea and then end
up back on the beach in the same day.

This image can give you a better understanding
of Jesus’ parable in today’s Gospel. A rock is
solid. It doesn’t move; it barely changes from
year to year. You don’t have to worry about it
not being able to hold your weight; it won’t
collapse when you stand on it.

Jesus tells this parable at the end of the Sermon
on the Mount because he wants his listeners,
and us, to understand that his teachings are like
that rock. You can always count on them
because they come from him, who is “the way
and the truth and the life” (John 14:6). His
word has endured for two thousand years and
will, in fact, endure forever (Matthew 24:35).

That’s why the house “set solidly on rock™ can
survive any storm (Matthew 7:25). If you are
that house, you can survive the storms that
come with life in a fallen world: an illness,
unemployment, the loss of a loved one. You
can also weather the storms that come in the
guise of different philosophies and worldviews
that are not founded on the rock of Christ. On
the surface, many of these philosophies can
seem attractive, especially since they are likely
to be less demanding. But you won’t be
swayed because you are firmly grounded in
Jesus, the “living stone” (1 Peter 2:4).
