Mt 9, 27-31 Matthew 9:27-31

Cé4c anh ¢4 tin riang Ta c6 thé 1am dwoe diéu nay khong? (Mt 9,28)

Something big was going on. Stories of Jesus’
miraculous healings were circulating among
the people, leading to crowds and commotion
wherever he went. Could Jesus be the long-
awaited Messiah? The two blind men calling
out to Jesus, “Son of David, have pity on us!”
(Matthew 9:27), must have thought so. Maybe
Jesus could heal them, too!

With boldness they followed him inside the
house and stood before him. Up until this
point, they were focused on being healed of
blindness. But with his question, “Do you
believe that I can do this?” Jesus changed their
focus from their need for a healing to their
faith in him (Matthew 9:28). He wanted his
encounter with these two men to extend
beyond just restoring their sight; he wanted
them to know him: who he was and what he
had come to accomplish.

And that seems to be what happened. After the
men received their sight, they didn’t just go

day lives. Instead, “They went out and spread
word of him through all that land” (Matthew
9:31).

We may have a serious need for physical
healing, as these blind men did, or we may
have any number of other pressing needs.
Seeking out the Lord for these things is good
and a blessing, but it’s just the beginning of
what he has in store for us. Because it is when
we seek him out in this way that he captures
our hearts and invites us into a deeper
