Imagine what must have been running through
the disciples’ minds as the scene in today’s
Gospel unfolded:

Apostles: It’s late, and we’re out in the middle
of nowhere. Jesus, let’s send the crowds off to
find food wherever they can.

We know how the story ends. Jesus blesses,
breaks, and distributes the five loaves and two
fish. And it’s enough for everyone, with lots
left over!
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Doesn’t this pattern sound familiar? You notice
a need and bring it to Jesus in prayer, maybe
even with a suggestion on how he could solve
the problem. But then you sense that he is
asking you to do something about it yourself.
Baffled, you look at what you can contribute,
and it seems so insignificant in comparison to
the overwhelming need.

You may be able to afford only a
small donation to an outreach to the hungry,
but God might use your example to inspire
other people to join you in giving.

But God
can use your prayers to heal that person and to
prompt them to resolve a longstanding family
resentment. A quick phone call to check on
someone who hasn’t been to church in a long
time might be just the inspiration they need to
seriously consider returning.
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It’s always Jesus who does the lion’s share of
the work, yet he happily uses whatever we
offer him to increase his blessings. So go ahead
and give the Lord whatever you can. Then
watch how he multiplies your efforts.
