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lean into our relationship with Jesus, making a
point of turning to him as often as we can. It’s
also when we have to set aside our doubts and
proclaim our trust in the Lord.

Along with trust, the “work™ of believing
involves surrendering our lives to Jesus and
placing ourselves in his capable hands. It
involves actively believing that Jesus can
handle any problem we encounter and that he
knows better than we do what is best for us.

This “work™ of believing is the work of a
lifetime. But of course, it’s not all up to us.
Faith is a gift, and Jesus always answers our
prayers when we ask for the grace to believe in
him!

“Lord, help me to believe in you more deeply
today!”
