The disciples must have been getting
exhausted as they fought against the wind and
waves in the dark of the night. So given their
frightening situation, it makes sense that they
were terrified when they saw Jesus
approaching them on the water. Only Peter
found the faith to step forward and ask, “Lord,
if it is you, command me to come to you on the
water” (Matthew 14:28). And that’s when Jesus
called Peter into an even deeper act of faith.
Rather than calming the seas to make it easier,
he called Peter to step right into the middle of
the storm.

Have you ever felt like Peter? Stepping out of
the boat may mean fighting for a marriage that
you may think is not worth saving. It may
mean walking away from a high-paying job to
make time for family or for volunteer work. It
could be forgiving someone who has hurt you
deeply or opening your home to children who
are in need. There are any number of “storms”
swirling around us—is Jesus asking you to
enter into one of them?

The steps we choose to take may vary, but the
results we can expect are the same: we will be
facing strong headwinds. Those winds may be
the voices of friends who tell us we are being
impractical, inner doubts that question whether
we’'re making a mistake, or unexpected
setbacks and roadblocks that make us question
our resolve. But today’s Gospel promises that
when we keep our eyes fixed on Jesus, he will
be with us, his hand outstretched, to help us
stand.

Quiet your
heart for a moment and imagine him inviting
you to take your first step. Hear him say, “Take
courage, it is I’ (Matthew 14:27).
