Lc9,7-9 Luke 9:7-9

Did you ever think that curiosity might be a
gateway into a relationship with God? In
today’s Gospel, Herod the tetrarch was curious.
Also known as Herod Antipas, he was the son
of Herod the Great, the king who had ordered
the massacre of the young boys in Bethlehem
after Jesus’ birth (Luke 9:7; Matthew 2:16-18).
When his father died, Herod Antipas became
ruler over Galilee. It was this Herod who was
“greatly perplexed” over reports about Jesus.
Curious, he “kept trying to see him” (Luke 9:7,
9).

Herod did eventually see Jesus—on Good
Friday. After questioning the Lord—who did
not answer him—~Herod sent him back to Pilate
(Luke 23:8-9). Apparently, he had only hoped
to see Jesus perform one of his miracles, and
his curiosity stopped there. It could have led to
Herod coming to know who Jesus was and
what he had come to do. It could have been the
key that opened the door to his heart.

For some people, curiosity is that first step in
coming to know the Lord. They might want to
know why their relatives are willing to give up
their Sunday mornings to attend Mass. They
might wonder how a Christian coworker can
respond so graciously to a brusque colleague.
They may even want to explore what the
Gospels say about Jesus.

As was the case with Herod, their curiosity
might not lead anywhere. But it could also be
the catalyst for a life-changing conversion.
