If you have children or grandchildren or nieces
or nephews, you probably love surprising them
with gifts. As you watch them tear open the
wrapping paper, their joy becomes your own.
It’s proof that we, “who are wicked, know how
to give good gifts to [our] children” (Luke
11:13). We sacrifice to give them special gifts
or experiences. We may even scrimp and save
so that they can attend Catholic school or go to
college.

Just so, Jesus is telling us that we are God’s
children, and his Father is our Father! And
because he is God, he is far better than even
the very best human parent. He is infinitely
good, infinitely wise, and infinitely loving.
Always. Without exception. His love for us
cannot be contained—he always wants to bless
us. That’s why Jesus exclaims, “How much
more will the Father in heaven give the Holy
Spirit to those who ask him?” (Luke 11:13).

Do you believe that God loves you that much?
That he delights in giving you good things? He
wants you to come to him in the way a child
goes to his father or mother: full of faith and
trust in his goodness. He even promises that
the Father is more than happy to give his Spirit
to you. He doesn’t begrudge giving you this
gift; he wants you to have it. Not just because
the Spirit is the greatest gift he could ever give,
but also because the Spirit helps you
experience his love more deeply.
