worshipping him. She teaches us to keep
trusting in the Lord, even when God’s timing is
not our timing and his promise is taking longer
than we’d like.

Finally, Anna teaches us that we can’t keep the
good news of Jesus to ourselves. Even here,
near the end of her life, Anna “spoke about the
child to all who were awaiting the redemption
of Jerusalem” (Luke 2:38).

Today, pray for the faith that Anna had. Ask
the Spirit to help you detect the presence of
God in smallness, as Anna saw it in the Christ
Child. Ask for the strength to trust him during
times of waiting or sorrow. And ask for the
boldness to tell someone about how God has
been faithful to you. Tell them about the God
who never stops reaching out to his children.
