New Year’s Eve can feel a lot like standing on
the seashore and looking out at the ocean. Your
feet are wedged securely in the sand, with all
the blessings and challenges of the past year
behind you.

This image can help us understand John’s
words today about Jesus bringing us “grace in
place of grace” (1:16). Like surging waves,
God’s grace continually flows toward us,
bringing one gift after another. As one wave
recedes, another comes. Wave upon wave,
grace upon grace, flowing over our past, our
present, and our future. It never stops!

We just celebrated Christmas, when the
“Father’s only-begotten Son, full of grace and
truth,” flowed into the world in the Incarnation
(John 1:14). It seems so new, but that grace
arrived on the heels of the many waves God
sent to his people, Israel, over thousands of
years. And it didn’t end there. At Pentecost,
Jesus poured out the grace of his Spirit upon
the Church. And so God continues to pour his
grace upon us—trepeatedly, in every sacrament,
at every moment of prayer, even when we’re
not paying attention.

Our God is so generous to us! Like crashing
