Matthew 7:21, 24-27

Walking on rocks and walking on sand are two
entirely different experiences. Imagine, for
instance, coming across a broad creek in the
middle of a hike. You have to cross it to get to
your destination, but it’s too wide and deep.
Just then you see a big, solid rock in the middle
of the water. It’s just within reach of both
banks, so you can make the crossing with no
problem. But what if instead of that rock, there
was nothing but shifting sand? You might fall
into the water!

Of course, today’s Gospel isn’t really about
geology, but Jesus’ analogy has a lot to teach
us about faith. Jesus tells us, “Everyone who
listens to these words of mine and acts on them
will be like a wise man who built his house on
rock” (Matthew 7:24). And what does it mean
to “act” on Jesus’ words? It means obeying his
commands, trusting him, and putting our faith
in him. Then the “house” of our life will be
built on a solid, safe, and secure foundation.

Jesus wants us to build our whole life on him:
our family, our job, our studies, our
friendships, our hobbies. But how do we do
this? How do we build “on rock” (Matthew
7:24)? We do it by coming to Jesus in prayer
and reading the Scriptures. We do it when we
seek his wisdom and strength during our day.
And we do it when we place our worries and
our dreams into his hands. Spending time with
the Lord like this every day shows us just how
trustworthy he is—and it shows that he is our
one true refuge.

Chua Giésu ndi voi chung ta: "Ai nghe
nhitng 161 Ta ndi day va dem ra thyc hanh, thi
gidng nhu ngudi khon ngoan xdy nha trén da"
(Mt 7,24). Vay "lam theo" 101 Chua Giésu
nghia la gi? Nghia la vang theo ménh 1énh cta
Nguoi, tin twong Ngudi va dit niém tin vao
Nguoi. Khi do, "ng6i nha" cudc doi ching ta
s& duoc xay dung trén mot nén tang vig chic,
an toan va bao dam.

Chua Giésu mudn ching ta xdy dung toan bo
cudc doi minh trén Nguoi: gia dinh, cong viéc,
hoc hanh, tinh ban, sé thich. Nhung lam thé
nao dé 1am duoc diéu nay? Lam thé nao dé xay
dung “trén d4” (Mt 7,24)? Chung ta 1am diéu
d6 bang cach dén véi Chua Giésu trong 10i cau
nguyén va doc Kinh Thanh. Chung ta lam diéu
d6 khi tim kiém sy khon ngoan va sitc manh
ciia Ngudi trong ngay. Va chung ta lam diéu
d6 khi trao phé nhiing lo lang va wéc mo cia
minh vao tay Nguoi. Vi¢c danh thoi gian voi
Chua nhu thé nay mdi ngay cho ching ta thiy
Nguoi dang tin cdy dén mirc nao - va diéu do
cho thay Nguoi 1a noi nuong néu dich thuc duy
nhat ctia chiing ta.
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Indeed, in this life, we will face hardships.
Like the rain, the flood, and the wind that
shake a house, a broken relationship, an illness,
a financial struggle, or a strong temptation can
shake our lives. But if we continue to build our
foundation on the Lord and his word, we will
not collapse. We will be “set solidly on rock”
(Matthew 7:25). We’ll know that we can trust
in the Lord because he is good and merciful.

So build your life on Jesus. He can protect you
and give you his peace. He is your “eternal
Rock” (Isaiah 26:4)!

“Oh Lord, ‘I will give thanks to you, for you
have answered me and have been my savior’
(Psalm 118:21).”
