% and became a prominent eye doctor. With his

wife, Maria Teresa, he converted a wing of his
castle into a state-of-the-art hospital. He paid

é:j (‘ cared for as many as a hundred patients a day.
é{, When someone couldn’t afford treatment, he

asked that they pray for him instead.
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Of course, very few of us have the means that
Laszl6 Batthyany-Strattmann had. But that
doesn’t really matter. The poor patients who
prayed for him did what they could—and
Laszlo knew their prayers made a difference.
