Ga 6, 16-21 John 6:16-21

Purng s¢ (Ga 6,20)

The story of Jesus walking on water is told in
three Gospels: Matthew, Mark, and John.
Although they are all similar to each other,
John’s account, which we read today, has a
couple of important differences.

First, John’s account is the only one that
mentions that the disciples “wanted to take
[Jesus] into the boat” when they saw him
walking on the water (John 6:21). And second,
John’s is the only version that doesn’t mention
Jesus actually calming the storm. For all we
know, it was still raging when they landed on
the other shore.

and tell us exactly why we shouldn’t be afraid.
In fact, sometimes he doesn’t immediately
calm our “storms.” Instead, he gives us the
opportunity to exercise our faith and decide
how we will respond. He knows that’s how we
grow in wisdom and trust in him.

Think about how that
experience actually made you stronger and
built your faith, maybe in ways you never
expected.

Interestingly, all three versions of this story
have one key point in common: Jesus tells the
disciples not to be afraid. That message is for
you, too! When you’re in the dark, tossed
about, know that Jesus is closer than you may
think. Let that truth calm your fears and
strengthen your faith!
