Lc 4, 16-30 Luke 4:16-30

Khi moi nguoi trong hdi dwong nghe thay diéu nay, tat ca déu vo cung tirc gian (Lc 4,28)

For thirty years, Jesus had lived a quiet, private
life in Nazareth. But when he did go public, he
didn’t hold back. He was too committed to the
salvation of all people to soften his message. In
today’s Gospel, we read how his fellow
Nazoreans start by speaking well of him and
his message. But then he crosses a line and
challenges their understanding of God’s plan.
So we probably shouldn’t be surprised that
they end up trying to throw him off a cliff!
After all, Simeon had warned that many of
Jesus’ own people would turn against him
(Luke 2:34).

Citing miracles by Elijah and Elisha, Jesus
points out that the Gentiles are not enemies;
they, too, can receive God’s kindness. At these
words from one of their own, his neighbors are
“filled with fury” and try to kill him (Luke
4:28). In time, he would willingly hand himself
over to an angry mob. But this day, Jesus
passed through their midst unharmed. His time
had not yet come; he had so much more to
teach them. As Messiah, he had not come to
settle scores with difficult people or hostile
nations, as some Jews had hoped. He had come
to restore what was lost to all people by sin.
Because sin and death are the real enemy.

The reaction of Jesus’ neighbors can help us
examine our own thoughts. Am | happy with
his message until it challenges some deep-
